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The dedication of children is a voluntary act
in which believing parents publicaly present
their child and themselves to the Lord as an
outward expression of their gratitude to Him
for their child and as a formal appeal to God
for His assistance in the rearing of the child.
Such intentional parenting will lovingly lead a
child to accept Christ as his Savior, receiving
forgiveness for his/her sins and choosing God’s
plan of salvation.

Because the child is a gift from God, the
parents promise, as God's stewards, to bring
up the child entrusted to them in the discipline
and instruction of the Lord (Ephesians 5:4;
Colossians 3:21).

In dedicating one's child in the presence
of fellow believers, parents are publically
dedicating themselves to the faithful
fulfillment of their parental responsibilities
(Deuteronomy 6:4-9; Proverbs 22:6) and are
acknowledging their need of prayerful support
and encouragement from fellow believers
